Students receive a certification letter from the Prelaw Advisory Board to send as desired to Law Schools and notation on the Prelaw website.

Program Requirements:

I. Membership in Phi Alpha Delta

· Phi Alpha Delta is a nationally recognized student-run prelaw fraternity
· Elon’s chapter is in its sixth year of operation
· Students must be a member of this organization for 2 years to fulfill the requirements of the prelaw program
II. Meet GPA Requirement

· Students must achieve an overall GPA ≥ 3.2 to be a certified graduate of our prelaw program.
III. Complete Two Law-Related Learning Experiences
Volunteering (community service)
· Mediation – take mediation training; volunteer with Alamance County Dispute Resolution Center or with other area mediation organizations.
· Guardian ad Litem (CASA volunteer)-- take training and volunteer with the Alamance County Guardian ad Litem program
· Support research projects of the American Judicature Society or the Center for Law and Humanities.
· Other approved law-related immersive experience –work with the legal team at a non-profit organization

· Law office internship
· Non-internship law office work experience
· Legal aid
· Other approved experience (e.g., working with EU lawyers during study abroad experience)

· Mock Trial 
· Participate for one season on the Elon University Mock Trial team - currently in their fifth year of intercollegiate competition.
