ADVENTURES IN

LEADERSHIP

Dates: July 8-13, 15-20

$650.00 (deposit: $325.00)

Adventures in Leadership (AIL) is offered by the Center
for Leadership and Campus Recreation. AlL is camping,
hiking, rock climbing, and white-water rafting. The
program aids in the development of leadership skills,
understanding of community, and ability to work in
teams. Past participants say the most valuable
outcome is the lasting friendships they built from the
program. The experience begins with group initiatives
on campus and travels to the Appalachian Mountains of
West Virginia where the rest of the adventure takes
place.

Discovery is a week outdoors that enables participants
to discover new friendships while building teamwork
and leadership skills through service and fun.
