Enrolilment Deposit

Early Decision deposit deadline: January 10, 2011. Accepted Early Decision students must submit a non-refundable $500
enrollment deposit and withdraw applications from all other colleges.

Early Action and Final Deadline deposit deadline: May 1, 2011. The $500 freshman enrollment deposit must be paid by
this date in order to guarantee enrollment. After May 1, deposits are accepted on a space-available basis only. Refund
policy: May 1 is the last day for full refund of enrollment deposits; $200 is refundable until June 15, 2011. After that date
the deposit is not refundable except for medical emergencies.

Online payment of the enrollment deposit is preferred and may be made at www.elon.edu/admissions/deposit with a
Visa, Mastercard, Discover or American Express.

Steps to completing your enrollment deposit: Log in using your OnTrack username and password. If you have previously
logged into OnTrack and changed your password, remember to use the password you created. Once you have logged

in, click on the Pay Enrollment Deposit button. Click on the Deposits tab located at the top of the screen; then Select
aTerm (11/01 fall 2011) and click select. Under Make a Deposit Payment, choose UG-Resident, click select, then click

Make Deposit Payment.




Department of Fine Arts Auditions

All students auditioning for Performing Arts programs at Elon University must also submit a separate university admission
application by the final application deadline of January 10, 2011.

Students planning to major in Theatre Arts (Acting), Dance Performance and Choreography, or Music Theatre

must be accepted to the program through departmental auditions. The audition can also qualify Music Theatre and
Acting students for consideration for a department scholarship. Students wishing to enroll in the Theatrical Desigh &
Production program must complete an interview/portfolio. No audition is required for the B.A. in Theatre Studies major
or for a minor in Theatre Arts or Dance. Please contact the Department of Fine Arts for available audition dates and times
by visiting www.elon.edu/auditions or calling 336-278-5600.

Students pursuing a major in Music, Music Performance, or Music Education must be accepted to the program through
departmental audition. Those interested in Music Technology as a major must submit a portfolio and interview for the
program.

Financial Aid and Scholarships

Beginning in January 2011, file for Financial Aid if you are planning to do so. Elon requires three forms: the FAFSA
(www.fafsa.ed.gov), PROFILE (profileonline.collegeboard.com), and Elon Aid Application (www.elon.edu/financialaidapp).
The FAFSA and PROFILE are also available from your high school guidance office. We give priority to applications that are
complete, in our office and ready for our review by mid-March. To meet this deadline, you should complete and submit
all applications and forms no later than mid-February.

Fellows Programs and Scholarship Application: Due January 10, 2011. A separate application is required for the Honors,
Elon College, Business, Communications, National Teaching and Isabella Cannon Leadership Fellows Programs as well as
Engineering Scholarships. Applications and information are available online at www.elon.edu/fellows. Students selected
to compete for these programs will be invited to Fellows and Scholarship Weekend, March 4-5.

International Fellows application: A separate application is required for the International Fellows Program and is due
March 1, 2011. Application and information are available online at www.elon.edu/fellows.

Fellows and Scholarship Weekend: March 4-5. Finalists for the Business, Communications, Elon College, Honors, National
Teaching and Isabella Cannon Leadership Fellows programs and Engineering scholarships attend seminars and interviews.
International Fellows interviews will be conducted via phone or Skype in mid March. Recipients will be notified April 1.
Program participants and scholarship winners are selected from among the finalists.

Endowed Scholarship Application: Due February 10, 2011. A variety of endowed scholarships are available for students
with documented financial need. Information and an application are available at www.elon.edu/endowedscholarships.

Grants and Scholarships
Grants and scholarships are considered gift aid, which does not have to be repaid. With the exception of outside
scholarships, all grants and scholarships are applied directly as a credit toward tuition, fees, room and board. Credits are
applied twice each academic year (one-half of the total award for fall semester and one-half for spring semester). Your
award notification may include one or more of the following types of grants or scholarships:
e NC Legislative Tuition Grant (NCLTG): Created by the NC General Assembly to provide assistance to eligible
NC residents who attend private universities in North Carolina.
e Need-based aid: Federal Pell Grant, Federal SEOG Grant, Federal ACG and SMART grants, Federal TEACH
grant, NC Contractual Scholarship Fund (NCCSF), NC Lottery Scholarship, NC Student Incentive Grant, Elon
Grant, Endowed Scholarship and Order State Residency Grant.
e Talent-based aid: Performing Arts and Music scholarships, Athlete and ROTC (Army and Air Force).
