You may include other specific details in the description, such as your department and course titles. If you have questions about how to make your project description anonymous (for example, if you need to cite an article which you authored), please contact Deandra Little.
Project Description

While the CATL Scholar review committee recognizes that each proposal will be different, we ask that you please address the following six areas in your application:

1. The nature and goals of the project. How does your project align with Elon’s model of engaged learning? How is your project creative and transformative?

2. The ways that students will be involved in the project. Will students participate in the design, implementation, assessment, and/or dissemination of the project?

3. The evidence of student learning and/or teacher change that will be gathered and analyzed during the project. What evidence will you have that the project is reaching its goals?

4. The project’s implications for you. How central is this project to your teaching and other responsibilities as an Elon faculty member? How does this project further your development as a teacher-scholar?  

5. The project’s implications beyond the applicant. What products of your project (ideas, materials, methods, etc.) might be a transferable to, or a model for, teaching and learning within your discipline or in other fields? What might be appropriate ways to “go public” with this project on and beyond Elon’s campus?

6. The project’s timeline and budgetary needs. How will the project unfold over a Scholar’s two year term? How will CATL Scholar funds ($2500 per year per Scholar) be used to support the project – for student stipends, or materials/equipment, or conference travel, or something else? If you will not use the Scholar course reassignments (one course each fall and spring for both years), how will you use the funds that would have been spent to pay for course reassignments?
7. If your work requires permission from Elon’s Institutional Review Board, indicate the date approved or the expected approval date.
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
